
ORDER OUT OF CHAOS

Week 1 - Chaos Begins
Bottom Line: Chaos begun when sin entered the world.  But God has a plan to bring order out of the chaos.
Bible: Genesis 1-3

[Slide 1 - Opening Slide]

Say - Today we are starting a new series called, Order Out of Chaos.  But first, let’s get started with a fun game.

[Slide 2 - Game Time]

Connect Question

[Slide 3: Connect Question}

In order to help transition preteens from a wild game to large group.  Have preteens talk about the following question in small groups:  What would a perfect world look like to you?  
[Slide 4: Opening Slide]

Large Group

[Have a volunteer build a tower out of Jenga pieces as you tell the creation story.  Set up a table on the stage or in front of the teaching area]

Say: In the beginning God created the heaven and the earth. 

[Slide 5 - In the Beginning]

On the first day God said, “Let there be light” and there was light. God separated the light from the dark; God looked at it, and God said “it is good.” On the second day... (go through all seven days, building the Jenga tower with each day.)

[Slide 6 - It Is Good]

Now, imagine for a moment a world where everything is “good.” Everywhere you look, everything you see, causes you to say “it is good”. No fighting, no war, no jealousy, no is dying of hunger, no one is sick, no one is afraid, no one dies—everything is good.  But that’s not quite the world we live in today. In our world that “goodness” has been taken away. And instead of the order God made, now we have chaos.

For the next couple week’s we’re going to be talking about these two words: order and chaos.  

[Side 7 - Order]

The first is order. What does it mean? [Take a few answers]  

[Slide 8 - Order + Chaos]

The second word is chaos. What does this word mean? (Take a few answers]

Ok, perfect. Now where were we? “In the beginning...”

When God made everything it was good. Everything was full of “order.” But one day that all changed.  You see, the story in the Bible tells us that God made two people named Adam and Eve. 

[Slide 9 - Adam & Eve]

God put these two people in the good world full of “order” and their job was to keep making it better and better and better. They enjoyed a prefect relationship with God and each other.  Living in a paradise full of order, they enjoyed life the way God designed.  And for a while it was great.

One day, they decided to do what they wanted instead of what God wanted.  God said that they couldn’t do one thing: eat fruit from a certain tree.  Knowing it was wrong, they decided to do what they wanted instead of making the right choice.  Has that ever happened to you?

Disobeying God and trying to do things their way instead of God’s way, they ended up taking goodness away. Instead of making the world better and better, full of order, they made it worse and worse.  Pretty soon is was full of “chaos”.

[Volunteer crashes down the Jenga tower with a ball]

God made the world full of order, but now it’s full of chaos.  And it keeps getting worse.

God had made the world good, full of order, but that goodness is taken away. Adam and Eve disobeyed God and now the world was filled with chaos.

Chaos Within

Because of Adam & Eve’s choice to disobey God, sin now enters the hearts of every person at birth.  Every human being (including you and I) has a sin problem that separates them from God. 

[Build a SIN WALL beforehand and place on the stage.  Gather shoe boxes and wrap each in some type of white or gray paper.  Get an artist to draw brick-like designs on the outside of the shoe boxes.  Stack them together to make a “wall”]

[Point to the SIN WALL]

We matter to God.  He loves us and wants a forever friendship with us.  But we all have “chaos” within and are separated from God because of our sin problem.  There is nothing WE can do in our own power to remove the wall.  Going to church, being a good person, reading the Bible or getting baptized doesn’t remove the wall.  Our hearts are dark within and are separated from God.

Chaos Around

[Point to the broken Jenga pieces]

Because of sin, chaos is not only within but all around us.  The world we live in is in bad shape.  It is filled with war, crime, hate, bullies and divorce.  Bad things sometimes happen to good people.  Drunk drivers run into good people ending their lives.  Parents get divorced and  break up families.  War over money, power and religion is around us.  Bullies terrorize and make fun others in schools all around the world.  It not fair and God feels compassion for ua.  It is not the way he originally designed for us to live.
[Have volunteer begin to put the Jenga pieces back together again]

[Slide 10 - God Never Gives Up]

God Never Gives Up

There is good news. God never gives up. No matter how much chaos within and around us; no matter how much evil; no matter how much sin - God never gives up. God had a plan to bring order to the world again.  To pick up the pieces of a broken world and put it back together the way he originally designed.  He has a plan to remove the sin wall that separates us from God, so we can enjoy a forever friendship with Him.  He has a plan bring order to the chaos around us.  A world with no more hate, crime, war, bullies, death and divorce.  He has a plan to bring order to the world again.  

God’s plan involves Jesus.  Next week, we will talk about what Jesus did to bring order to the chaos.  For now, know that God’s original plan for the world is ORDER.  CHAOS begun when sin entered the world.  But God never gives up and he has a wonderful plan to bring order our of chaos.  

[Slide 11 - Bottom Line]

Bottom Line:  Chaos begun when sin entered the world, but God has a plan to bring order out of the chaos.
